Academic classes are scheduled each morning, and electives in arts and athletics are scheduled each afternoon.  
 Hopewell Academy’s inaugural school year begins August 25.   “Just 16 days to go…,” said Cecilia Gabriel, founder of the new school.  “My own life experiences as a long-time resident of the Triangle, professional, and mother of two boys showed me that there is a need for different educational resources for teens.  Along with a core group of dedicated parents and community professionals, we set out to fulfill that need.  It is hard to believe that Hopewell is becoming a reality after just 12 months.”  
 Parents who are seeking a unique approach to learning for their teenager should know about this new option.  The school will provide small classroom settings, and if needed, the teens’ curriculum can be customized based on their learning style.  “Often, very bright students do not flourish in traditional high schools.  Hopewell will follow each student closely with an academic mentor. Many gifted students are bored in a regular classroom, and Hopewell provides an outlet for these students to immerse themselves in the curriculum.  By expanding on the State of North Carolina Standard High School curriculum and degree requirements, Hopewell can provide each student with a strong academic foundation on which to begin college,” said Gabriel.  
 Hopewell Academy is located off Cary Parkway at 1001 Sheldon Drive in Cary, North Carolina.  The new location is ideal for students in Cary and Apex as well as other parts of Wake, Chatham and Durham counties.  Hopewell will operate on a traditional student calendar.
